Hiring of Chris Jochims as Police Chief.

Motion by Woltman, second by Moeller, to approve the hiring of Chris Jochims as police Chief at an annual salary of $72,000.  Roll call vote:  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Railroad Right-of-Way and Land By Maintenance Shop.

The Council discussed clarifying the ownership of lands north of the maintenance shop and acquiring portions of the railroad right-of-way between 5th Street and Highway 175 from Vernon Van Meveren.  Motion by Woltman, second by Boeckman, that for the payment of $3,000 the contract previously entered into for the purchase of land north of the maintenance shop shall be void and the Council authorized the acquisition of the railroad right-of-way.  Roll call vote:  All ayes.  Motion carried. Vernon Van Meveren will supply quit claim deeds for the lands north of the maintenance shop and the railroad right-of-way.
Motion by Woltman, second by Steinkamp, to adjourn.  On vote:  all ayes.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
